Nov. 3: Morning departure for Spain. Our first stop is at the Carmelite
Convent where Sr. Lucia spent most of her life. Next, set off for Porto
and where we ill enjoy a local vineyard where Porto flows like water.
Evening arrival into Santiago. Overnight Santiago de Compostela.

Nov. 4: Today we will have an opportunity to walk a portion of the Way
of St. James de Compostela followed by a guided tour of the Basilica
of St. James. Overnight Santiago de Compostela.

Nov. 5: So long to St. James as we depart for Burgos, Spain. Enroute we
will visit Leon, Spain. While in Leon will visit the Gothic cathedral, on
the Plaza de Regla and the Basilica of St. Isidore. Overnight Burgos.

Nov. 6: Today we will visit the Casa del Cordon and the Royal Monistery
of Huielgas-reales-Burgos.
