Join us for two rare events, the public display of the Shroud of Turin, the reputed burial cloth of Jesus Christ, and the Oberammergau
Passion Play, performed by the citizens of Oberammergau, Germany every ten years.  You will learn all about the Shroud from
renowned Shroud expert Barrie Schwortz.  Then, you will have the opportunity to see and venerate the Holy Shroud, which has not
been on display to the public for 10 years.  (It will be on display for only 44 days.)  We travel through the beautiful northern Italian
countryside into the Alps to other pilgrim spots in Switzerland and Bavaria, Germany, ending with a number of days in Munich.

May 17, 2010: Depart from New York (JFK) Airport (call us to
arrange a connecting flight from your home city) for an overnight
flight to Milan, Italy

May 18: Upon arrival in Milan, we will be
met by our Canterbury Tours escort and
transfer by deluxe motor coach to Turin,
Italy.  Following dinner, we will gather
for an informative meeting about the
Shroud of Turin which will be lead by
Barrie Schwortz a renowned expert on
the Shroud.

May 19:      Today, along with Barrie
Schwortz as our guide and Shroud

expert, we will make our way to the church for the viewing the
Shroud of Turin.  In the afternoon, we’ll visit the church of Our
Lady Help of Christians where St. Don Bosco is buried. Overnight
Turin.

May 20: It’s farewell to Turin as we make our way via deluxe motor
coach northward into Switzerland. En route we will visit the Lake
Como region of Italy where we will enjoy its beautiful lake and
spectacular landscapes. We’ll arrive in Disentis, Switerland in time
for dinner. Overnight Disentis, Switzerland.

May 21: Our journey today will take us to visit the famous Disentis
Abbey which is and has been run by the Benedictine Monks since
it was founded back in 614AD.  We will also visit Lake Toma which
is considered the originating source for the Rhine river.  Overnight
Disentis, Switzerland.

May 22: Our travels today will take us over the Swiss border into
Germany.  Our destination is Oberammergau, Germany.  On arrival,
we will check into our Oberammergau accommodations and have
lunch.  The afternoon and evening will be spent watching the world
famous Passion Play which is only performed every ten years.
(Dinner is served during intermission of the play.) Overnight
Oberammergau, Germany.

May 23: Our excursion today takes us to the church of Wieskirche,
Germany’s best known pilgrimage church, now also a UNESCO
world heritage site.  Next, we will visit the Royal Castle of
Neuschwanstein, the most well known castle in the world.
Overnight Munich, Germany.
