May 10 - 18, 2010

Join us for the public display of the Shroud of Turin, the reputed burial cloth of Jesus Christ  which bears His image. You
will learn all about the Shroud from renowned Shroud expert Barrie Schwortz.  Then, you will have the opportunity to see
and venerate the Holy Shroud, which has not been on display to the public for 10 years.  (It will be on display for only 44
days.)  After visiting the Shroud of Turin we make our way to Glastonbury, England in trying to unravel the mystery of the
fate of the Shroud's original owner, Joseph of Arimathaea, who vanishes from the gospels after Jesus' entombment.
